· Five pairs of socks and underwear

· Pajamas/sleepwear

· Rain gear 

· poncho or large plastic bag

· Cap/hat

· Sunglasses

· Two pairs of comfortable shoes

· close-toed or tennis shoes

· Shower shoes (flip flops)

· Bath towel and wash cloth

· Sleeping bag or sheets and blanket

· Pillow

· Personal hygiene items

· soap, shampoo, toothbrush, toothpaste, etc.

· Insect repellent

· Sunscreen

· Laundry bag/plastic bag (for dirty clothes)

· Flashlight with batteries

· Camera and film 

· disposable is recommended – no digital cameras allowed
