Sentence Study Guide

1.  A sentence is a group of words that expresses a complete thought.  

2.  Four types of sentences are:  

a) declarative – (.) makes a statement 

   example:  The book is blue.

b) interrogative – (?)  asks a question 

    example:  What time is it?

c) imperative- (.)  gives a command or makes a request

example:  Close the door.

d) exclamatory – (!)  expresses strong feeling or emotions

example:  Stop that train!

3.  A Complete Subject contains all the words in the subject part of the sentence.  It names someone or something.  (all words in front of the verb)

4.  A Complete Predicate contains all the words in the predicate part of the sentence.  It tells what the subject is or does.  (all the word from the verb on)

5.  Simple Subject – the main word (or words if a proper noun) in the complete subject  (noun)

6.  Simple Predicate- the main word (or words if the verb has a helping verb)  (verb)

Helping Verbs – am, is, are, was, were, has, have, had, will, may

7.  The subject of an imperative sentence is you (understood).
